The course is divided into 12 2-hours lectures on a weekly basis, all year long. The program is however meant to stop conveniently at 
the end of the first semester for international students who are present only for one semester.

Students staying until January / May finals will take the exam as the French students (a 2h exam that requires either an essay 
question on a topic seen in class or a work of art to analyze and comment upon). Exchange students leaving before the finals will be 
asked to hand-in a 3000 words paper on a topic given by the professor at the beginning of the semester. Final exam / hand-in paper: 
100% of the grade.
